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1. Basic HTML Code

In Wordpad copy out the following exactly. Note it is case sensitive.

<DOCTYPE HTML PUBLIC "-//W3C//DTD HTML 3.2//EN">

<HEAD><TITLE> Write your title here                 </TITLE></HEAD>

<BODY>

<H1>Type in your stuff here and put in the code to refer to pictures, 

hyperlinks etc</H1>

</BODY>

</HTML>

Now save the above as example.htm in a folder than you can find another week . Open up Internet Explorer and use "Open" to find the file example.htm displaay it as a web page

2. Altering the position of Font, colour, underlinings etc

What appears on the web page appears between <BODY>   and </BODY>

The /sign means close or stop whatever you are doing.

Bold is <B>   and then </B>

Font colour is  <FONT COLOR=" red">and then </FONT> . You can use the names for the main colours but they must be in " eg.  "blue", "green", "yellow".

Underline is <U> and then </U>

New line is <BR> don't need an end to this

Horizontal line is <HR>

To Centre something or whatever     <CENTER> and then </CENTER>

To put on left     <ALIGN=LEFT> 

To put on right   <ALIGN=RIGHT>

To change font to something smaller try <H2>  or <H3> or<H4> but remember to close it using a /   .

Tasks

Open up the file from last time….use Internet Explorer to find it and then edit it Wordpad. Now select everything between <BODY>   and </BODY> and delete it.

Now go to "Save As" and save it as example2.htm. This means you now have a second web page which is now blank as well as your first page from last time.

Where you deleted put in the following…

If you now look at example2.htm you will find it is not exactly set out as we wrote it.

So add the following code

<H1>My First Web Page</H1>

Now make it bold and underline by adding

<B> <U><H1>My First Web Page</H1></B> </U>

Now centre it and add a new line by adding

<B> <U><CENTER><H1>My First Web Page</H1></CENTER></B> </U><BR>

Change the font colour of the rest by adding 

<B> <U><CENTER><H1>My First Web Page</H1></CENTER></B> </U><BR>

<FONT COLOR="blue">This is my very first attempt at doing a web page using the basic html code. If I master this and study it in greater depth I could become one of the few people able to really take advantage of the new technology</FONT>

Add a line across by adding a <HR> at the end of the code.

3. Writing and Adding Hyperlinks

A Hyperlink is one of the absolutely essential things to do when constructing your web site. It means that you can link a word, phrase or even a picture to another web page on your site or even a page on the Internet.

The essential code is…

<A HREF=”in here you put the address”> You then put it round the word or phrase here</A>

Tasks

Use the Internet Explorer to open the file called “example.htm”. Then click on the “source”in the View menu to get the html code and to be able to edit it.

At the end of the writing, not the code, write the phrase “Next Page”.

Now put this code round that phrase 

<A HREF=”example2.htm”>Next Page</A>

Save and try it out it should automatically take you to your next web page.

Now open up the file”example2.htm” and get the source code.
At the end of the writing add “Go Back to First Page”. Add the following code

<A HREF=”example.htm”>Go Back to First Page</A>

You should now be able to go between pages by clicking on the phrases. You will notice that it changes the colour of the words as well.

On one of the pages add the phrase “the best web page ever built!!!”

Add the following code

<A HREF=”http://www.fortunecity.com/meltingpot/barnsbury/737/”>  the best web page ever built!!!</A>

Now see where that takes you. Good or what?

4. Adding Pictures to your Web page

You have to have the file that refers to the picture, graph of whatever and it is easier if you have it in a folder with your html files.

The code is…

<IMG SRC=”name of picture file here”>

Tasks

In one of your web pages add this code below where you have put some writing. I may have downloaded some pictures to your folder.

Try “demented.gif” , “comfrog.gif” or “crash.gif” as examples of pictures that should be available.

Eg. <IMG SRC=” demented.gif”>
Use the code <CENTER>……..</CENTER> to place the picture in the middle.

5. Setting the Background Colour

You can change the whole background colour by simply inserting code into the <BODY> tag.

The code is BGCOLOR=

Task

In opening <BODY> tag type in code after BODY

Eg. for grey type

<BODY BGCOLOR=”#808080”>  

Black = #000000

Silver= #C0C0C0

Grey=  #808080

White= #FFFFFF

Maroon= #800000

Red= #FF0000

Purple= #800080

Fuchsia= #FF00FF

Green= #008000

Lime= #00FF00

Olive= ##808000

Yellow= #FFFF00

Navy= #000080

Blue= #0000FF

Teal= #008080

Aqua= #00FFFF

6.Using an Image (gif or jpg )as a Background Colour

You need to have a copy of the image file that you want to use saved to the folder where you keep your html file.

Code is BACKGROUND=”name of file” to be inserted in <BODY> tag.

Task

In opening code move cursor to after Y in <BODY> and type a reference to your background file.

Eg.<BODY BACKGROUND=”001.jpg”>

7. Adding Background Music

Get a copy of the sound file that you want (usually a .mid file though you can use a .wav file) and save it to your folder.

Code is <BGSOUIND SRC=”name of sound file”> to be inserted after <BODY> tag

Task

After end of <BODY> tag type in <BGSOUND SRC=”Always.mid”>

You can also determine the number of times the music will play.

Eg. <BGSOUND SRC=”Always.mid” LOOP=3>

Or to really drive people up the wall…..

<BGSOUND SRC=”Always.mid” LOOP =INFINITE>

8. Building A Web Page Using Frames

Frames are very useful because they enable you split the web page into sections. You can use one frame as an index and use it to visit other pages on the main frame.

You need to start by building a base document that refers to the frames.

Another document is then constructed that refers to the frame that acts as an idex frame.

Other documents are then built that occupy the main frame and are refered to by hyperlinks in the index frame

You are going to use the code to set up a web page with one main page and an index frame down the lefthand side.

Task

Type the following and save as “index.htm”

<HTML>

<TITLE>Frames</TITLE>

<FRAMESET COLS="25%,*">

<BODY >

<NOFRAMES>

You need frames for this example

</NOFRAMES>

<FRAME SRC="list.htm" MARGINHEIGHT=0 MARGINWIDTH=0 SCROLLING="yes" NORESIZE>

<FRAME SRC="start.htm" NAME="start">

</BODY>

</FRAMESET>

</HTML>

The index frame is referred to as “list.htm”

The main frame will start as “start htm” but the NAME=”start” qwill be used as a guide to where to put the following pages.

Now type the following for the side frame and save as “list.htm”

<HTML>

<TITLE>List</TITLE>

<BODY> 

<H2> Stand by for my first attempt at frames</H2>

<UL>

<A HREF="start.htm" target="start">Back to beginning</A><P>

<A HREF="hello.htm" target="start">Hello</A><P>

</UL>

</HTML>

Now type the following for the first main frame and  save as “start.htm”.

<HTML>

<TITLE>Start</TITLE>

<BODY >

<H3>This is the start</H3>

</HTML>

Now type the following for a web page that will follow it and save as “hello.htm”

<HTML>

<TITLE>Hello</TITLE>

<BODY >

<H3>Hello Everybody</H3>

</HTML>

Hopefully that should give you a side index that refers to two separate frames. You can now change Font size, colour in the usual way and put a background colour for each frame in the usual way.

If you wish to insert a sound file then In would suggest you insert the code into the side frame so that it plays uninterrupted as you navigate the site.

9.Using Simple Tables

Tables are a good way of arranging items on a web page. You can set up a table with headings and borders that include data. However you can also use a table to arrange blocks of text and pictures in a much better way than using the <ALIGN=LEFT> and <CENTER> controls.

To start a table use <TABLE> and end with </TABLE>

To start a row you use <TR> and to indicate a cell within that row you would use <TD>, followed by whatever you want to include in that cell.

You need to consider how you want that part of the web page to look eg, 3 columns across and 2 columns down.









If you use the following code then it will appear as in the following illustration.
